The Julia Morgan Center for the Arts is hosting the first annual Dance IS Festival comprised of three performances, each featuring 9 new works from East Bay choreographers.  High school, college and professional dance companies will join together to benefit dance at the Julia Morgan Center.  Each work will be 5-10 minutes in length, and each will correspond to the theme of the day:  Friday, 8 pm, Dance IS Movement; Saturday, 8 pm, Dance IS Story; and Sunday, 2 pm matinee, Dance IS Social Change.  After applications are in, a curatorial panel of peers will select nine companies for each performance.  Each participating company will receive access to free or steeply discounted rehearsal space, workshop opportunities, publicity and an enthusiastic audience.  Successful applicants will be informed by October 15, just in time to get their applications in to the CASH program for the October 17 dance deadline!

· College groups - 10 min max

· Professional groups - 10 min max
